v Deactivating players is only reserved for teams U15-U109.
v/ U15-U19 teams may deactivate up to 4 spots on their roster each game.

1. Log into your UYSA account. (Make sure your picture is highlighted)
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2. Under your family’s pictures click on the “Team” tab. (halfway down the screen, a new window will pop

open with 2 tabs)

3. Inthe new tabs section that has opened, select the “Tournament & Schedule Apps” tab (There should be 2
links on the right hand side)

4. Click on the “View Tourn. App” link on the right hand side.
